WHAT YOU’LL NEED

Things could get competitive as teams are challenged to be the first 
to collect all the Nativity characters in this dice game. 

EacEach team will need a copy of the nativity activity sheet, with the 
characters cut into their individual shapes. Each team should 
start with the stable. The game is played by rolling the dice. Each 
number on the dice will allow the team to collect one of the nativity 
characters to place onto their stable picture. Only one character 
can be collected on each roll. Play until one team have collected 
all the characters.

ThThe game can be played all at once, with all the teams rolling their 
dice continuously, with the first team to collect all the characters to 
shout ‘NATIVITY!’. Alternatively, the game can be played head to 
head, with teams taking it in turns to roll a dice and then watch the 
other team(s) take their turn. 

VirtualVirtual: A leader should be allocated to each team and each leader 
should have a copy of the activity sheets to show on camera. 
Children can take turns in rolling a dice (found in board games at 
home) and choosing the character they want their leader to place 
on the stable.
