Q GETTING INTO THE ACTIVITY

WHAT YOU'LL NEED

Christmas jumpers are everywhere during Christmas! Take on the + Christmas Jumpers Activity Sheet

Christmas jumper games, challenging you to hunt down or avoid
certain jumpers.

A leader will need to print and cut up the Christmas jumpers activity
sheet. Jumpers will need to be cut into individual cards. Use one or
more of these games:
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KEEPING EVERYONE
SAFE

Maintain social distancing as required. Where

Pairs: Lay the cards upside down and children / teams should take it
in turns to turn over two cards to try and find a matching pair.

Hunt the Jumper: Lay all the cards upside down, but all around the
room. Children should be splitinto teams and nominate one player
per round. Call out one of the jumper designs and the nominated

players should hunt around the room trying to find the jumper. First

to find it wins a point for their team. shared equipment is used, please ensure a

hand hygiene break before and after.

Smelly Jumper: Lay the cards upside down. Nominate one of the
jumper designs to be the ‘smelly jumper’. Children / teams take it in
turns to turn over one card, trying to avoid the ‘smelly jumper’. The
person who turns over the smelly jumper should complete a forfeit.
Play again.

Pairs and smelly jumper can be played virtually. Number the back of
the cards and children can call out the cards they want turned over.
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
