Print out the Auction lots activity sheet. You may want a few copies of these, so young people can take a look at
the lots before the auction starts. Make some bidding numbers for the young people {strips of card with numbers
on) and set up an auctioneer’s table with a gavel on, to lead the auction.

Q GETTING INTO THE ACTIVITY

0 Give each young person £1000 each and a bidding number. This could be Monopoly / paper
money, or it could be recorded electronically on a spreadsheet.

a Hand out the life skills auction lots sheets, so young people can see what life skills are up for
grabs. Encourage them to spend some time looking through the lots and deciding on which life
skills to bid on and what they think they are worth.

e Start the auction. The auctioneer should introduce and ‘talk up’ each lot and then start the
bidding proceeding. You may need to explain to the group how an auction works. Keep the pace
of the auction quite quick, to keep the interest of the group. For smaller groups, use less lots.

o Once the auction has finished, discuss the result. Who has got what? What skill went for the
most / least? Why was this? Is everyone happy with what they got? Who isn’t happy?

Afterwards have a more general chat about life skills. Of the skills that were auctioned, some of the
skills are things you might naturally have. For example, some people are naturally funny or just happen
to have brilliant imaginations. However almost all the skills are things we can work on and improve.
Thankfully, we don't have to buy our skills and bid against other people for them. Each and every one
of us can improve our life skills and better ourselves with a bit of hard work and determination.

Finish by having a think about the life skill, or skills, each young person would like to improve. See if
there are any common skills which come up and then discuss ways these could be included as part
of a BB programme.
