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The development of the BB Faith Journey model – 
Explore, Engage, Encounter and Expand - has allowed 
us to gain a better understanding of how we can support 
young people in our groups and help leaders grow in 
confidence in sharing their faith.  The ‘Youth Culture 
and Trends’ report prepared for us by the Youthscape 
Centre for Research confirmed the importance of 
understanding more about the lives of our young people 
so that we can best resource and support our groups.

As a Ministry Team, we attended the National Youth 
Ministry Weekend for the first time in 2023.  We 
were challenged, inspired and encouraged not only 
through the organised sessions but through informal 
conversations with other delegates.  It convinced us 
that, not only is there a lot we can learn by engaging 
with other youth work practitioners, but a lot the BB can 
bring to the conversation in terms of our experience and 
influence.
